


Detailed Safety Check List

This is a general safety check list. This document is in Word so you can adapt this list to your vessel.

The following are suggestions on what could be included and is not an exhaustive list. You should use this as a basic list to add to and expand on with pertinent details relevant to your vessel and area of operation/travel.

Each item should be drawn onto the vessel outline template, this diagram must be kept with your SMS and shown to each crew/visitor.

Registration complete

Inspect regularly, including casing, mounting area
